(“The Act”) of the finding and sanction imposed by a Disciplinary Tribunal at a disciplinary hearing held at 
Johannesburg on 27 February 2006 into the alleged improper conduct of a Professional Engineer.

B F VUBA Guilty of contravention of Rules 2 (b), (d) and (f) of the Rules of 
Registration Number : Conduct for Registered Persons promulgated under Board Notice

Punishment:  
 
1. A severe reprimand in terms of section 32(3)(a)(i) as read with section 

32(3)(b) of the Engineering Profession Act, 2000 (Act 46 of 2000); and 
 
2. Payment of a fine of R14 000-00 (Fourteen Thousand Rand) made up 

as follows: 
 

2.1. Contravention of rule 2 (b) R4 000-00, 
2.2. Contravention of rule 2 (d) R4 000-00, 
2.3. Contravention of rule 2 (f) R6 000-00. 

 
3. The accused’s registration is suspended for a period of one year, 

which suspension is further suspended on condition that: 
 
� until such time that the accused proves to ECSA that he has 

attended and passed a course approved by the Engineering 
Council of South Africa, for continuing professional development 
in contract management, covering the preparation of tender 
documentation, the adjudication of tenders and contract 
management; and 

� he must obtain the written approval of a registered professional 
engineer in respect of all tender documentation and adjudication 
reports. The registered professional engineer in question shall be 
appointed by the respondent from the panel of three engineers, 
which must be nominated by ECSA.

1. ‘n Formele berisping in terme van artikel 32(3) (a)(i) soos saam 
gelees met artikel 32(3)(b) van die Wet op die 
Ingenieursweseprofessie 2000, (Wet 46 van 2000); en 

 
2. Betaling van ‘n boete van R14 000-00 (Veertien Duisend Rand) 

saamgestel as volg: 
 

2.1. Oortreding van reël 2 (b) R4 000-00, 
2.2. Oortreding van reël 2 (d) R4 000-00, 
2.3. Oortreding van reël 2 (f) R6 000-00. 

 
3. Opskorting van die beskuldigde se registrasie in terme van artikel 32 

(3) (iii) soos saam gelees met artikel 32 (3) (b) vir ‘n tydperk van een 
jaar, welke opskorting verder opgeskort is onderhewig aan die 
voorwaarde dat: 

 
� die beskuldigde ‘n ECSA geakrediteerde en goedgekeurde kursus 

vir voorsettende professionele ontwikkeling in kontrakte bestuur, 
insluitende die voorbereiding van tender dokumentasie en kontrak 
bestuur bywoon en slaag; en 

 
� Totdat die beskuldigde bogenoemde kursus bygewoon en 

geslaag het, moet die beskuldigde ‘n skriftelike goedkeuring van 
‘n geregistreerde professionele ingenieur ten opsigte van alle 
tender dokumentasie en arbitrasie verslae bekom. Dié 
geregistreerde professionele ingenieur soos hierin vermeld sal 
deur die beskuldigde aangestel word, vanuit ‘n paneel van drie 
ingenieurs wat genomineer is deur ECSA.
